President Brown called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.  All Commissioners were in attendance, as well as Town Manager Yost, 
Town Engineer Strong and Town Attorney Gullo. 
 
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: 
 
Commissioner Klobukowski led the Pledge of Allegiance. 
 
ANNOUNCEMENTS: 
 
The meeting which would fall on July 4, 2016 will be canceled.  The only meeting in July will be on July 18, 2016. 
 
Commissioner Halbrook gave an update on the Drug Free Community Coalition and the decision of the group was to move 
forward with the project and apply for the grant.  They would like the Town’s assistance in creating a 501(c)(3). 
 
No other announcements were made. 
 
OPEN FORUM : 
 
Joyce Breiner asked about comments a prior meeting regarding information on Electric Vehicle Charging Station and provided 
additional information on the subject. 
 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  
 
Commissioner Dickerson moved to approve the minutes of June 6, 2016.  Seconded by Commissioner Halbrook.  Motion carried 
5-0. 
     
NEW BUSINESS: 
 
Fisher Avenue Streetscape 
 
The Town Manager gave a report on the Planning Commission’s effort to develop a Streetscape Plan.  Several aspects of the plan 
need special attention and it was decided that a special effort should be made to address these efforts with an outside consultant for 
design.  An RFP was prepared and 7 proposals were received.  A list of the applicants and their prices was given to the 
Commissioners.  The Planning Commission reviewed the proposals and conducted several interviews.  Their recommendation was 
to select ARRO as the consultant.  The Commissioners discussed the proposals and the overall project.  By consensus it was 
agreed that action on this proposal be postponed until more information about the ownership issues of Fisher Avenue with the 
State are known. 
 
OLD BUSINESS 
 
Electric Vehicle Charging Station 
 
The Town Manager gave an update on the matter.  He met with the Electrical Vehicle Institute to see if the project was feasible.  
He gave a memorandum on the subject to the Commissioners including the projected cost of electricity.  The grant would not 
cover card swipe or other payment devices – the Town would need to pay this which was cost approximately 900.00 per year for 
networking etc.  Under the proposal three years of maintenance would be included in the grant done by EVI.  The Town Attorney 
reported that the proposed agreement was acceptable.  It was the consensus to postpone this issue for more discussion and 
research. 
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TOWN MANAGER REPORT 
 
The Town Manager informed the commissioners on a recent water main breach.  He also gave an update on the ice rink project – 
the details are still being worked out and there is a possibility that the Capitals may assist in the cost.  The cap of the project is 
$120,000 regardless of donations, etc.  The next step is to create an MOU on the details.  The Dog Park project is underway and 
may be ready for opening the first part of July.     
 
Trees are being treated and removed due to the Emerald Ash Borer.  This will be an on-going problem.   
 
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
 
PLANNING COMMISSION 
 
Commissioner Stump gave an update on the last Planning Commission meeting. 
 
PARKS BOARD 
 
Commissioner Halbrook stated the Parks Board meeting was on June 8 were issues regarding Elgin Park landscaping was 
discussed and an agreement was reached to plant trees along the border of the area.  Lori Gore Park is finished and turned out 
great.  Tennis Court restoration is occurring at Steven’s Park.  ADA doors were installed at Town Hall.  There were also two street 
issues regarding site lines.   
 
EVENTS COMMITTEE 
 
Commissioner Dickerson stated that Friday on the Commons has begun and has been a success so far.  She gave an update on the 
upcoming schedule.  She also congratulated Commissioner Klobukowski on his performance at the 5th grade graduation in 
recognizing two long time teachers in their retirement. 
 
SCHOOL LIAISON 
 
Commissioner Klobukowski gave more details on the 5th grade graduation and also the retirement ceremony for several teachers at 
the High School.  On June 16th he added a meeting at the County Office regarding the establishment of a Rural School’s Policy in 
the MCPS long range planning policy which would acknowledge that schools in the Ag Reserve will have less population than 
down county schools and that fact will not affect the classes and opportunities of these schools as compared to down county 
schools.   
 
ADJOURNMENT 
 
A motion was made to adjourn by Commissioner Klobukowski and seconded by Commissioner Stump.  Motion passed 5-0.
